Hurricane Gonzalo, a Category Three storm, is forecast to pass over Bermuda on 17 October
2014 with wind speeds of 225 kilometers per hour as reported by the National Hurricane
Center in Miami (USA). The storm could have a potentially devastating impact on the islands.
Gonzalo is expected to strengthen to a Category Four storm by the time it reaches Bermuda.
The storm has already been responsible for one death in the Caribbean.

The estimated thematic accuracy of
this product is 85% or better, (choose the most appropriate one) as it is based on visual
interpretation of recognizable items on very high resolution optical imagery. Only the area
enclosed by the Area of Interest has been analyzed.
