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An active forest fire started on 26 June, affecting five municipalities in Tarragona Province
(Catalonia, Spain). As of 28, the fire is still active affecting around 6,500 hectares. 51 people have
been evacuated to emergency shelter and 5 roads have been blocked. High temperatures
combined with strong wind and the hilly terrain are hampering the response to the fires.
The present map shows the damage grade assessment in the area of la Torre de l'Espanyol
(Spain). The thematic layer has been derived from post-event satellite image by means of visual
interpretation. The estimated geometric accuracy (RMSE) is 6.25 m or better, from native
positional accuracy of the background satellite image.
