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On 20 July 2019, three separate forest fires have broke out in the center of Portugal. According to Civil
Protection Authorities, the fire endangers two villages in the region of Castelo Branco. Several
firefighters’ units have been deployed in the area.

The present map shows the first estimate product in the area of Serta (Portugal). The thematic layer
has been derived from post-event satellite image by means of visual interpretation. The estimated
geometric accuracy (RMSE) is 12.5 m or better, from native positional accuracy of the background
satellite image.
