Map Information

The Ministry of Water and Environment of the Republic of Uganda has requested
international assistance to UNEP further to unprecedented flooding and continued rising
water levels due to intense and prolonged rainfall since September 2019. As per government
figures, an estimated 705,000 people across 53 districts were reportedly affected, with more
than 63,000 displaced. The majority of the affected population (68%) lives in the Kasese
District in the Rwenzoris. Flood risks around Lake Kyoga are worsening and the impacts not
yet quantified.

The present map shows the flood delineation in the area of Kampala (Uganda). The thematic
layer has been derived from post-event satellite image by means of visual interpretation. The
estimated geometric accuracy (RMSE) is 6.25 m or better, from native positional accuracy of
the background satellite image.
