A Forest Fire was ignited on a storage facility/ blasting area for explosive ordnances in
Grunewald Forest (South-western part of Berlin) on early 4th of August. Countless explosions
of the stored ordnances caused the fire to spread to 50 ha and impede fighting the fire
significantly. Fire extinguishing robots are deployed to enter the endangered area of 1.000 m
around the facility. Local fire brigades are supported by several units including THW, police,
relief units and German armed forces. Nevertheless the fire is expected to be ongoing for
several days.
The present map shows the fire damage grade assessment in the area of Berlin Grunewald
(Germany). The thematic layer has been derived from post-event satellite image by means of
visual interpretation. The scale of analysis is 1:10000. The estimated geometric accuracy
(RMSE) is 2.5 m or better, from native positional accuracy of the background satellite image.
The minimum mapping unit (MMU) is 100 sq m.
